The sharing of joy, frustration and hope is one of the most powerful experiences a parent can receive.  We also believe that parents are the experts on their child and that the children are our best teachers.

Our Supporting Parent Volunteer Training prepares a parent of a child with a disability to provide information and emotional support to another parent new to a diagnosis or new to an issue involving their child.  
Experience:  During the Saturday training, we discuss grief and the stages that most parents experience, listening skills, local, state and national resources, what TxP2P expects of their volunteers, and care for the caregiver.  We need parent volunteers in all areas of Texas so we can provide support for parents in their community.  We also need bilingual parents and parents of children with every disability and special health care need.
